New! ASBESTOS & LEAD REGULATIONS:  What You Need To Know 

The Department of Health Services is planning several informational sessions around the state to present the revisions to its recently published asbestos certification rule, DHS 159.  This revised rule affects already certified asbestos professionals and renovation contractors, trades people, rental property owners and their employees who disturb or remove building components and paint when doing their work.  The revised rule includes new certification and company certification, project notification, occupant protection and recordkeeping requirements you need to know.  The WI Department of Natural Resources will provide an overview for asbestos contractors of its new electronic notification system for asbestos projects.

These sessions will also provide an overview of the newly published U.S. EPA Renovation, Remodeling and Painting Rule and its requirements for training, certification and lead-safe renovation practices in pre-1978 housing and child-occupied facilities, such as daycares and schools.
